20 students from our youth group spent the past 
weekend in Gatlinburg for Winterfest.  We were 
joined by around 12,000 other Christians that 
weekend as we worshipped, studied, and grew 
closer to God. 
 

This year‟s theme was “12”, and it was all about 
spiritual disciplines.  Over the course of the 
weekend, we learned about 12 different spiritual 
disciplines that we can use to get closer to God.  
Through skits, songs, videos, and sermons, we 
learned about prayer, simplicity, meditation, 
study, fasting, silence, solitude, service, and 
other ways to connect with and better 
understand God. 
 

One thought emphasized at Winterfest this year 
was that sometimes we feel like Sunday 
morning worship isn‟t „doing anything‟ for us.  In 
times like this, we learned, spiritual disciplines 
that we practice outside of the church building 
can help us connect when we‟re worshipping 
inside. 
 

We also talked about how often Jesus took time 
to do these things.  He was a busy guy, with 
crowds of people following him around, but he 
made time with God, and disciplining himself 
spiritually, a priority. 
 

While there, we were challenged to make a 
commitment to grow in these disciplines.  During 
our sessions, students texted in prayers and 
commitments that were then displayed on nine 
screens throughout the convention center.  It 
was so encouraging to see thousands of young 
people committing to praying, studying, and 
meditating on God‟s word. 
 

My favorite part of these trips is always the time 
our group gets to spend together.  At night, in 
our cabin, we hung out and laughed together. 
We also talked about what we had learned and 
how we wanted it to change us.  I‟m so proud of 
how seriously our students took the trip, and I 
hope that you‟ll pray for them as they work to 
keep their new commitments to spiritual 
disciplines.
